· While reading through the book, emphasize the structure of the sentences in the first half of the book.
· Clarify unfamiliar vocab words as they come across in the book. (Dictate, Swell) 
· Ask questions about the structure like “what do you notice about these sentences?” and “how are these sentences alike?”

Introduce the worksheet
· Tell the students they will create their own sentences similar to the sentences within the book. Their sentences are supposed to say why they are special and unique. 
· Once they have their sentence, they will draw a picture to represent their sentence. 
· Students will work on the worksheet individually

	Group Discussion
· After students finish their worksheets, they will be able to discuss their sentences and illustrations within their groups. 
· Groups are formed by who they sit with at their tables. Tell the students that they must discuss their sentences by going in alphabetical order by first name. This ensures that every student gets to share their sentence. 
· The students discuss the work completed on the worksheet.





Class Discussion
· After groups finish discussing, pick a few volunteers who want to share their work with the class. If no one volunteers, call on a few students and ask if they would be willing to share their work. 
	












· Students will be reading their sentences they came up with and describing what they drew along with it. They will also be actively listening to their group members reading their sentences, so they can learn more about their classmates.

Rationale
	To begin this lesson, I chose to do a notice and wonder activity because it invites students to examine carefully the first imagine they encounter when reading a book: the cover. This gets children brainstorming about what the story may be about and utilize their critical thinking skills. They can make hypotheses about what is going to happen in the story just be analyzing the cover of a book.  This activity represents my teaching philosophy because I hope to ignite student’s curiosity and creativity through hands-on activities and classroom discussions. 
	The absolute most important aspect to me as a future teacher is fostering a brave space in the classroom. I want my students to feel comfortable day in and day out coming to school and participating in classroom activities. By doing that, it is why I included sharing the students sentences in small groups to each other before coming together as a whole. Although the activity in this lesson does not share a large amount of personal information, it still involves something that the students believe represents themselves. This type of activity ensures that students can feel welcomed into the classroom and accepted by their peers. It also demonstrates that differences between the students are encouraged and we can learn from one another. I explicitly chose that the students share their sentences in alphabetical order by their first name to ensure that each student was included and had a chance to share their sentence and picture. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Once the students are finished with their group discussions, I chose to come together as a class and have volunteers share their sentences. I did this to allow students to choose if they feel comfortable or not to share what they had written down. If there are no volunteers, I would then call on a student and ask them if they would be willing to share but I would not force them if they were not comfortable with it. This decision also allows me to have a brave space classroom. I feel these explicit choices I made throughout the lesson allows for a just, equitable, and inclusive education.
